Fundraising for New Home for Ashwood
A Supporter's Guide to Events, Activities and Sponsored Challenges
Whether you’re running a cake sale, climbing a mountain, or hosting a quiz night – thank you for helping raise vital funds for the New Home for Ashwood! To help you fundraise confidently, legally and effectively, this guide gives practical advice based on the UK Fundraising Regulator’s Code of Fundraising Practice.
1. Getting Started
· Check with the New Home for Ashwood Team first: Let us know what you’re planning – we may be able to support you with posters, donation forms, logos or publicity!
· Set a goal: How much are you hoping to raise? Every pound makes a difference.
· Keep it simple: Fundraising doesn’t need to be complicated – bake sales, sponsored walks, online giving pages, or ticketed events all help.
· Team up: Fundraising is more fun with friends or small groups.
· Fundraising Beyond Ashwood: We will try where possible to fundraising beyond Ashwood, as Ashwood are already giving large amounts, monthly amounts and volunteer time.
2. Legal & Safe Fundraising
Fundraising must always be legal, respectful, honest and open. That means:
You MUST:
Make it clear who you are fundraising for
Be clear about how money will be used
Keep accurate records of money raised and donations received
Transfer all funds collected to the Ashwood Church promptly
You MUST NOT:
Pressure anyone to give
Offer prizes or run raffles/lotteries without permission
Claim that “all costs are covered” if you’re taking expenses out
Collect money in the street or door-to-door without a permit

If anyone raises concerns about how our fundraising has been carried out, please see our Complaints Policy for details on how to raise an issue and how we will respond.

3. Health, Safety & Insurance
· Carry out a basic risk assessment
· Supervise children properly
· Use common sense regarding hygiene and safety
· Ask if the church insurance can cover your event – contact us first

4. Online Giving & Gift Aid
For sponsored events
- Request a fundraising campaign page for your fundraiser by contacting Becky Holmes
For all other online giving go to www.ashwoodchurch.org.uk/nhfa  where you can find the various options
5. Handling Money
· Use sealed containers for cash collections
· Count money with at least two unrelated people present
· Avoid holding cash at home – transfer it promptly
· Pay in funds to Ashwood Church via bank transfer, online giving or cash in sealed envelope
6. Promote Your Fundraiser
· Contact us to use Ashwood Church logo and branding
· List your event on our website or social media – contact Gisela our administrator
· Tell your story – why this matters to you
· Post photos before/during/after the event
7. After Your Event
· Let us know how much you raised
· Send us photos and stories (please consult out photo policy) 
· We’ll provide a thank you letter or certificate
· Let us know if donors need receipts
